Each candidate for Confirmation will have the responsibility of creating a portfolio beginning in 6th grade 

containing documentation of specific activities or exercises completed during their preparation for the 

sacrament.  The portfolios will be kept with the teachers, and as each element is completed the student will add 

that paper or document to their portfolio.   At the time of the Confirmation Interview in the spring of 8th grade, 

the completed portfolio will be sent to the Parish Staff member conducting those candidates' interviews.  The 

portfolio will be one of the major resources used during the interview.  Students will have access to their 

portfolios during the hours of the Religious Education Office and during class time. 

 

Portfolios are to be completed by January.  Confirmation interviews will begin in February.
